On a motion by Mr. Hartz seconded by Mr. Neal the following action was taken:

Whereas, the Goochland County Planning Commission was requested by the
Board of Supervisors to evaluate and hold a public hearing on the level of service on
County roads as related to the review of residential subdivisions in the County; and

Whereas, the proposed level of service for County Roads will be a part of the
2023 Comprehensive Plan for Goochland County; and

Whereas, the Planning Commission held a public hearing on May 25, 2006
pursuant to section 15.2-2204 of the Code of Virginia (1950, as amended) on the
proposed amendment to the Comprehensive Plan; and

Whereas, there were no comments from the public but there was discussion
between staff and the Planning Commission; and

Whereas, staff presented in detail a list of the roads and acceptable levels of
service; and

Whereas, the commission after evaluating input from the public and discussion
among themselves concluded that the level of service is an important part of the review
of residential developments for the County;

Now Therefore It Be Resolved that the Goochland County Planning
Commission this 25th day of May 2006 does hereby recommend that the Goochland
County Board of Supervisors approve the proposed amendment to the Comprehensive
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Plan incorporating the level of service as follows on page 42 of the 2023 Comprehensive
Plan:

Objective 3.2.3: Minimize the impact of new residential development on the
transportation system.

Strategy 3.2.3c: The consideration of ‘level of service’ criteria for County roads should
be an integral component of the review and approval of new residential development.
Minimum levels of service should be established for all appropriate County roads likely
to experience potential new residential development.

As a general policy, roads currently at level of service “A” should be maintained at that
level. Roads currently at a service level “B” should be maintained at no lower than level
of service “B”. Level of service “C” would only be accepted in dense road network areas
such as the various villages, the TCSD or the River Road Community.

Project-specific traffic studies, administered by the County, and associated level of
service mitigation/recovery options would be required for each proposed re-zoning.
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
